Romeo and Juliet Multi-Genre Project
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For this project, you will be working with one character you enjoy from Romeo and Juliet.  You will look at this character from beginning to end (maybe not the ultimate end, but that is up to you).  You will create at least 3 pieces centering on this character and his or her life; the entire project will be contained in some fashion (binder, poster, etc).  With these pieces, you will tell the story of his/her life (within the play).  Be as truthful as you can, but remember that all good writing includes some embellishment.  You need to be true to the author’s intent for the character. 
**DO NOT MAKE THINGS UP; this is part of your assessment of your learning!**

The following standards will be assessed.

To obtain a level three:

· Each piece must be a different genre.

· One piece must use technology, outside of word processing or PowerPoint.

· At least one piece needs to be published (to the public) in some way.

· Each piece tells the reader something new about your character.

· All pieces are focused on one character.

· The project, as a whole, shows a change in the character.
